The NYG&B has three digitization centers around New York State. In 2021, the New York City
center opened, followed by Central New York in 2024 and Western New York in 2025. Using our
state-of-the-art camera and software, materials are scanned, digitally preserved, and uploaded online
to an ever-growing searchable collection of New York historical records. Digitize New York also
equips eligible organizations with a digitization kit, which empowers communities to digitize onsite.
